Step 3: Obtain the application form from the Community Based Medical College Bangladesh (CBMCB) official website
or admission office.

Step 4: Fill out the application form accurately with all required details, ensuring no fields are left blank.

Step 5: Gather all necessary documents, including your passport, academic transcripts, and NEET scorecard (if
applicable).

Step 6: Submit your completed application form along with the required documents to the college.
